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Explanatory notes for the Commitment
This public document has been authored by the United Nations Road Safety Collaboration “Work Related Road Safety Working Group”.

An organization that is signing the Global Road Safety Commitment is going to be working towards zero death and injury as a result of its operations, and so will want to understand the components of the overall risk it faces in any location, and put in place controls that bring the risk back to an acceptable level.  
The Global Road Safety Commitment may be signed by any organization that is committing to this systematic approach.  Recognition of this commitment may be made by registering through the Global Road Safety Commitment section of the United Nations Road Safety Collaboration website.  The Global Road Safety Commitment may be used freely. 
Signing-up or use of the Global Road Safety Commitment by an organization shall not be considered an endorsement of that organization or its activities either express or implied.

Our organization collects data about our actual road traffic safety performance and uses this to establish clear organizational road safety goals and targets, which are systematically reported to top management, monitored and reviewed.
Our organization has in place road traffic safety systems and processes to ensure the continuous improvement of road traffic safety towards a common goal of zero death and injury. Where possible, lessons are learned from crashes and injuries within our organization, they are widely shared and changes are implemented. 

Where practical, our organization is willing to share data and knowledge from our road traffic safety management system and about our road traffic safety performance with others.
