Formerly, Ministry of Industry classified the SNI 19-1811-
1990 (the National Standard for Indonesia Helmet) as a
voluntary commodity for Business Sectors.

1992:

The Road Traffic and Transportation Law No.14 of 1992
mandates: a safety helmet must be worn by either a
driver or a pillion of a two-wheeled motor vehicle or four-
or more wheeled motor vehicle that is not equipped yet
with canopy.
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1990-now: Ministry of Transport performs the Wahana Tata Nugraha Award
program to control road traffic discipline as well as helmet wearing
throughout Indonesia cities.

SNI means helmet with 3 protective layers no matter what the type is.



Short Term Target

A new SNI helmet has higher standard
than the previous one.

From Ministry of Industry’s point view:

the new SNI helmet can answer the need
of global competition; however....

From Ministry of Transport’s point view:
an affordable helmet price that comply
safety requirement is fundamental.

Revision should be made on the Ministry
of Transport’'s Decree of KM 72/1990
regarding the helmet wearing for user.
This decree should facilitates the end-
consumer with alternative helmets that
comply the minimal standard requirement
for safety proposed.
